“Are You Weary?”

Matthew 11:28-30 "Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is light."
 

Why is this a stumbling block for most of us? Jesus says that ALL who are burdened that come to him he will give rest. 
 

The issue is one of trust. First of all, do you believe Jesus can give you rest? Have you asked Jesus into your life, to take control? Have you asked him to forgive your sins and acknowledged that he died on the cross and rose from the dead to pay the penalty for your sins and to purchase a place in heaven for you. If you have, then you certainly have a glorious future ahead. BUT, what about now, the time between now and the time Jesus calls you to heaven. There is pain and suffering in this world. But I have found that pain and suffering has brought me closer to Jesus. Who are you relying upon? Is it still your own resources?
 

What does it mean to "Take my yoke upon you"? Jesus is calling for an action. If we were to take the yoke of Jesus we would be TRUSTING that His yoke would work. There are a number of things in this world that keep us from living a spirit filled, peaceful, joyous life. They are:
 

*Not putting your full trust in Jesus, maybe putting some trust but holding back on other things.
*Pride
*Arrogance
*Too busy
*Wanting to serve others but not wanting to be treated like a servant. Ouch!
 

What is keeping you from COMPLETELY trusting in Jesus? From what I have seen of life, we aren't guaranteed of even this afternoon. I was looking for a life insurance policy once and the salesman was so good that I was afraid to get in my car and drive to the store until I had signed the paperwork. He made it evident that if I put it off and I were to die then my family would not get any benefits. That is the same way with being saved. The decision is ours. Are we going to trust Jesus NOW completely or are we going to put it off for another day.
Are you weary and burdened, are your finances tight, and are you tired of keeping on keeping on? If so let today be the day that you rest in Jesus, that you fully put your faith and trust in him. Stop what you are doing right now and say:
 

"Lord Jesus, I'm a sinner. I believe that you died on the cross and rose from the dead to pay the penalty for my sins and to purchase a place in heaven for me. Please help me in my faith and come into my life and take control. I repent of my sins and I trust in you now. Jesus, thank you for saving me. Amen." 
 

If you prayed this prayer and meant it then you are saved and have heaven in your future. You also have the Holy Spirit which Jesus now sent to help you in the Christian walk. I would like to send you some materials to help you along in your faith if you have made that decision.
 

Let today be the day. Don't put it off.
