Can God Do It?

As you read this message today something is happening in your life that you are struggling with. This may be the first day of the trial or you may be years into it. The question is, Can God handle it? If God could then you and I would not have one ounce of worry. Let me rephrase that. If you and I believed beyond a shadow of a doubt that He could handle it we would not worry.  

Ephesians 3:20 “Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us....”

Immeasurably -vast or huge: too large or too much to be measured

NO MATTER what news you have from the doctor, no matter what you’re financial shape is, no matter how bleak or dim the future looks God IS ABLE to do IMMEASUREABLY more than we could ever imagine. Matthew 7:7, 8 “Ask and it will be given to you, seek and you will find knock and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks receives, he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks the door will be opened.”

When was the last time you asked the Lord for help AND BELIEVED that He could help you? We need to start standing on the promises of God. We need to ask and not doubt. God can do so much more if we would let him. What does that mean to let Him? How often do we ask God to help us and then when we see no progress from God we jump in ourselves and attack the problem?
